8. PUBLIC HEARING TO RE CEIVE PUBLIC COM MENTS ON AMENDMENTS TO THE
PRUD ORDINANCE.

Craig Barker Community Development Directagferred to the staff repoaind information provided to
the City Council at the June 12, 2012 meetimigenthe Council set a public hearing for tonight. In that
padket the Council received a memo, the minutes of sevéaahigCommissionmeetings and the
proposed amendments to the ordinande.explained that earlier this year staff members worked with
the Planning Commission to identify what they felt were thimnisaues with regard to thiidanned
Residential Unit Developmes(PRUDs). The PRUD ordinands actually a section of Chegr 11, the
Zoning Ordinance. nl order tabeameneadit has to be heard by that Councilin a public hearing. He
said it will likely be August before theity Counciltakes action on thiwhichis fine becausehere are no
proposals waiting in the wings for this happen He said the discussion centered around what the
Planning Commission saw as some of the weaknesses irdtharee that was on the books earlier this
year.

He explained thahbse are the issues tlizave CarlsonCity Attorney,commengédonin the propsed
amendment. Theycludehow many lots you can have in a PRUBe amount of requirecbmmon area,
common space improvemergach as walking trails or a play fiekthe design and usefulnes§ common
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space is lackinghe guarantee fothoseimprovementsthe Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions can
cause problems for the homeowners regarding feegzieepe t c EaveCarlson is here tonight if
there are questions for him.

Since that time every city has ameritdéaimeet what they felt were their needs but the raw
designstarted out the same.oNh Ogdenhasestablished a process tietifferent tha Roy City or the
County but the content is still quite simifar what is used by each city.
