Mayor Harris explained that the City began saving money for the Public Works Complex in 2005, The
City had a programming study done in 2009, Our current population is roughly 17,000 people; at build
out we are looking at 40,000 and this complex needs to last the next 50 years. The programming study
was done hand in hand with the Public Works Director. In February 2010 the City Council voted
unanimously to accept that study and to use it as the guide for the Public Works complex. Since then, we
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have been working on other things including the site study and we finally have a site everyone can agree
on.

Dave Carlson, City Attorney, explained the city’s response to the package that was delivered to the City
on Friday, August 12. 2011. It was accompanied by a cover letter that two gentlemen dropped off. Utah
law is very specific about a petition drive. There are about twelve regulations that this petition did not

contain, one of which was the petition was not delivered to the county for verification of signatures. If

the petition had even come close to conforming to the law we may have made an exception but it did not
even meet the broadside of a barn test. For the City to put its stamp of approval on this would have been
unlawful. It was decided that in order to be fair to those citizens who filed the pe

nd the many who
signed it the city would file a declaratory judgment action with the Second Judi

State of Utah. This then gives the petitioners the opportunity to go to court and telhtheir sidéof the story.
It would allow them their day in court so they could come in and explain reltheir sideof the
story that they think the petition is lawful.

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Justin Fawson, 2539 N1600 E, said he is proud to represent the nearly 3,000 people who signed that
petition. The sentiment that comes to the surface among a lot people is sadness, sad that the City is
presenting itself in a way that is oppressive of the people and not willing to listen, sad that the voice of
almost 3,000 people is not being heard. He said the law can be technical and the City Attorney has
referred to this particular law as technical. He thinks that is legal talk for “we want to make this difficult’.
He said he is under the impression that if anyone wants to put their names on a roll of toilet paper they
can still present those names as representing the voice of the people. He can’t believe that 30.5% of the
voting population can give the City the wrong impression. The petition was submitted in accordance with
State law and the bond resolution itself.
